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Bylaws Changes Up for Vote
The following proposed changes to the NAMI Frankiin County Bylaws will be voted upon at the Annual Meeting:

Article V - Meetings, Elections, and Quorums
Section 5. Five (5) members of the Executive-Committee BOARD OF DIRECTORS, including at least two (2) elected
officers, shall constitute a quorum for the conduct of business.

Article VI - The Board of Directors
Section 2. The terms of the Board members shall begin as soon as they are elected, and shall be for three (3) years. A
Board member may serve for no more than two consecutive terms, but may be re -elected after a lapse of one (1) year.
THE BOARD MAY MODIFY THIS REQUIREMENT IN UNUSUAL CIRCUMSTANCES. The immediate Past
President may serve a seventh (7th) consecutive year immediately following his/her term of office, but must then retire
from the Board for at least one (1) year.

Article VII - Officers
Section 5. The PresidentElect succeeds the President and in theevent of vacancy in the office of President, the
PresidentElect shall assume those duties until an election is held. THE PRESIDENT -ELECT SHALL PRESIDE AT
MEETINGS IN THE ABSENCE OF THE PRESIDENT. The PresidentElect undertakes other responsibilities as
assigned by the President.
Section 6. The Presid - e . PAST PRESIDENT SHALL
SERVE AS A MEMBER OF THE EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE In the eve nt of vacancies in the offices of both President
and President-Elect, the PastPresident shall assume those duties until an election is held. The PastPresident undertakes
other responsibilities as assigned by the President.
